Medication Policies and Information

Welcome to Camp Butwin. We want to make sure you are aware of the proper procedures for the safe
distribution of any medication to your child.

All medication should be sent to camp in its original bottle from the pharmacy, and it must be a current
prescription. Camp cannot distribute any medication that is expired. Please give the medication to your child’s
bus counselor in the morning, the bus counselor only. He or she will then make sure the meds get delivered to
our camp nurse. Counselors will only distribute medication after having received direction and consent from
the camp nurse.

If your child will be staying for camp latenight or overnight and will need to take any medication during the
period away from home, they should be sent to camp one day prior to the event. This will provide the camp
nurse sufficient time to prepare the meds for your child’s counselor. Again, they must be in their original bottle
from the pharmacy.
